§ When out in the garden remember to

§ Before mowing remove any stones or 

pebbles from the lawn. Wear solid               

footwear and always push the mower                 

forward and donôt pull it backwards.          

§ Look before lifting buckets, watering 

cans, boxes or other things as red back 

spiders nest in them. If you live near bush 

land be aware of snakes. Never attempt to 

pick them up or attack or move them with 

a stick or shovel 

§ Store garden chemicals and fertilizersô 

out of the reach of children and pets. 

Chemicals should be stored in a               

secure, dry, cool shed or cupboard                   

dedicated to that purpose 

§ When using chemicals, read the label and 

follow all instructions and safety                      

directions. Do not spray chemicals on 

windy days or when temperatures are 

above 30ôC  

§ When handling bagged fertilizers,                 

compost or potting mixes, make sure you 

are wearing gloves and a protective         

safety mask which surrounds your nose 

and mouth
